Noting that

the United Nations Human Rights Council was established last year with the purpose to make the most important international human rights body non-politicised , non-selective, objective and impartial in its mission of fulfilling of the humanity’s dream to enjoy the full range of human rights and liberties

Considering that

· the Human Rights Council has hold numerous enriching and content-related discussions on the most grave human rights violations on the world

· the Human Rights Council has been continuously contributing to the increase of human rights awareness on the world

· the Human Rights Council has reached a valuable consensus on Darfur

· the Human Rights Council has adopted the International Convention for the Protection of All Persons from Enforced Disappearance and the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities

· the Human Rights Council unanimously entrusted its leadership to the newly-elected Bureau with the Ambassador of Romania as the President, which has IFLRY’s strongest support in all the actions conducted for the good of the international community

Regretting that

· the Human Rights Council is dominated by a majority of countries which do not evince their willingness to co-operate with the other groups of countries and – therefore – violate the principal of impartiality

· the Human Rights Council fails the principal of non-selectivity through having convened three out of four special sessions on the same topic

· the Human Rights Council violates the principal of objectivity through limitation of special procedures’ mandate holders’ independence and power

· the Human Rights Council abused its through abolishing of the Special Rapporteurs’ mandates on Cuba and Belarus – two countries which remain areas of the most grave human rights violations on the world

Calls upon

· Belarus, China, Cuba, Russia, Zimbabwe and all the other States to respect and implement the universal idea of human rights

· the United States of America to re-improve their human rights record and stop being a justification for the other countries’ human rights abuses

· the European Union to continue its efforts to build constructive consensus in the Council

· the Human Rights Council to renew the abolished mandates and to support the mandate holders in their work being a source of informative and content-related background for the Council’s activity.
