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SARAJEVO

Sarajevo is the capital city and largest urban céer of Bosnia and Herzegovina, with an estimated
total population of approximately 500,000 people.

It is also the capital of the Federation of Bosniand Herzegovina entity, and thede jure capital of
the Republika Srpska entity, as well as the centaf the Sarajevo Canton. Sarajevo is located in the
Sarajevo valley of Bosnia proper, surrounded by thBinaric Alps and situated around the Miljacka
river. The city is famous for its traditional religpus diversity, with adherents of Islam, Catholicisn,
Orthodoxy, and Judaism peacefully coexisting thefer centuries.

Although settlement in the area stretches back torghistoric times, the modern city arose as an
Ottoman stronghold in the 15th century. Sarajevo hmattracted international attention several

times throughout its history: In 1914 it was the die of the assassination that sparked World War |,
while seventy years later it became the host cityfahe 1984 Winter Olympics. More recently,
Sarajevo underwent the longest siege in modern ntdiry history during the Bosnian War. Today the
city is recovering and adjusting to a post-war redy, as a major center of culture and economic
development in Bosnia and Herzegovina.

Geography

Sarajevo is located at 43520 N, 18 250 E, in the exact geometric center of the triangulahaped
Bosnia-Herzegovina and within the historical regioof Bosnia proper. It lies in the Sarajevo valley,
in the middle of the Dinaric Alps. The valley itskebnce formed a vast expanse of greenery, but gave
way to urban expansion and development in the postforld War Il era. The city is surrounded by
heavily forested hills and five major mountains. Téhighest of the surrounding peaks is Treskavica,
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then Bjelasnica, Jahorina, Trebevic, Igman beingelshortest. Last four are also known as Olympics
mountains of Sarajevo.The city itself has its faishare of hilly terrain, as evidenced by the many
steeply inclined streets and settlements seeminglperched on the hillsides.

The Miljacka river is one of the city's chief geogphic features. It flows through the city from east
through the center of Sarajevo to west part of citwhere eventually meets up with the Bosna river.
Miljacka river is "The Sarajevo River", with its smce in the town of Pale, several kilometers to the
east of Sarajevo. The Bosna's source, Vrelo Bosnean llid a (west Sarajevo), is another notable
natural landmark and a popular destination for Sajavans and other tourists. Several smaller rivers
and streams also run through the city and its vicity.

Climate

Sarajevo has a mild continental climate, lying beteen the climate zones of central Europe to the
north and the Mediterranean to the south. The avege yearly temperature is 9.5C, with January (-
1.3 C avg.) being the coldest month of the year and ylL9.1 C avg.) the warmest.

History

The Sarajevo valley has a long and rich history dagy back to the Neolithic period, when the Butmir
Culture flourished. Several lllyrian settlements dgted in the area before it was conquered by Rome
in 9 CE During Roman times, a town namethuae Sulphurag"sulfuric thermal spring") existed on
the location of the present-day Sarajevo suburb dfid a. After the Romans, the Goths settled the
area, followed by the Slavs in the 7th century. Theettlement Vrh-Bosnaexisted in the valley as a
Slavic citadel from 1263 until it was conquered byhe Ottoman Empire's warriors in 1429. Under
Isa-Beg Isakovi, the first Ottoman governor of the Bosnia Provingghe settlement was established
as a city, namedBosna-Sara/ around the citadel in 1461. The name Sarajevo iderived from
Turkish saray ovas, meaning the field around saray

Sarajevo's economy has been subject to

reconstruction and rehabilitation programs.

Amongst other economic landmarks, the Central

Bank of Bosnia and Herzegovina opened in

Sarajevo in 1997 and the Sarajevo. Stock Exchange
began trading in 2002. The city's large manufacturg, administration, and tourism base, combined
with a large informal market, makes it one of theteongest economic regions of Bosnia and
Herzegovina. While Sarajevoahkmige industrial base
during its communist period, only a few pre-existig businesses have successfully adapted to the
market economy. Sarajevo industries now include tawzco products, furniture, hosiery,
automobiles, and communication equipment. CompanieBased in Sarajevo include B&H Airlines
(Formerly Air Bosna), BH Telecom, Bosmal City CenBosnalijek, Energopetrol, Sarajevo Tobacco
Factory, and Sarajevska Pivara (Sarajevo Brewery).

As the capital and largest city of Bosnia and Hergevina, Sarajevo is
the main center of the country's media.

Oslobodenyje(Liberation), founded in 1943, is Sarajevo longest
running newspaper and the only one to survive theax. However,
this long running and trusted newspaper has fallebehind the
Dnevni AvaXDaily Voice), founded in 1995. in circulation in
Sarajevo. Other local periodicals include the Croain newspaper
Hrvatska Rijec and the Bosnian magazine Start, aglvas weekly
newspapers Slobodna BosnaFree Bosnipand BH DanfBH Day.

The Public Broadcast Service of Bosnia and Herzegwvis Sarajevo's
public television station, one of three in Bosniaiad Herzegovina. Other stations based in the city
include NRTVStudio 99, NTV Hayat, Open Broadcast Network, TV Kantonaafgaso and Televizija
Alfa. Many small independent radio stations exisincluded established stations such as Radio M,
Radio Grad (Radio Old Town), eFM Student Radio,iBR282 and RSG. Radio Free Europe, as well as
several American and West European stations, areadlable in the city, too.
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Culture

The National Museum of BaH, in Sarafevo

Sarajevo has been home to many different religiorfer
centuries, giving the city a range of diverse cultes. Slavic
Muslims, Orthodox, Catholics and Jews all sharedédtlcity
while maintaining distinctive identities. Today, havever,
the city is overwhelmingly Bosnian Muslim, but inecent
years many returnees have been noticed as well as a
growing number of foreigners from Eastern Asia.

The city is rich in museums, including the Museunto
Sarajevo, the Ars Aevi Museum of Contemporary Ahte National Museum of Bosnia and
Herzegovina (established in 1888 and home to the &gevo Haggadah), the Historical Museum of
Bosnia and Herzegovina, Olimpic Museum and the Mus® of Literature and Theatre Arts of Bosnia
and Herzegovina. The city also hosts the Nationdldatre of Bosnia and Herzegovina, established in
1919, as well as the Sarajevo Youth Theatre. Otheultural institutions include the Center for
Sarajevo Culture, Sarajevo City Library, Art Galyesf Bosnia and Herzegovina, and the Bosniak
Institute, a privately owned library and art colletion focusing on Bosniak history.

The Sarajevo Film Festival, established in 1995, fidbecome the premier film festival in the Balkans
and very respectable festival in Europe and Worl@ihe Sarajevo Winter Festival, Sarajevo Jazz
Festival are well-known, as are the Baar ija Nights, a month-long showcase of local culturenusic,
and dance.
