3. Adoption of the agenda

4. Adoption of the minutes of the previous meeting

5. Election of Returning Officers

IFLRY auditor Naor Shumrai elected as Returning Officer for the course of the EC.
6. Reports from the Bureau

It was postponed for the GA tomorrow. As at the previous meeting it will be possible to ask questions tomorrow morning.
7. Recommendation on the membership issues

The following organisations have applied for membership, to be considered at the General Assembly:
1) Azerbaijan Liberal Youth Association (Azerbaijan) - candidate membership.
2) Cubana Juvenil Martiana (Cuba) – observer membership.
3) Libertarian Youth  (Costa Rica) – candidate membership.

4) Young Progressive Democrats (Ireland) – candidate membership.
5) Young Republicans (Georgia) – candidate membership.
6) Youth Initiative (Nepal) – full membership.  

7) Taiwan Youth Democratic Union (Taiwan) – candidate membership.
OT-AMN from Moldova and AJTL from Burkina Faso are not present so their application will be postponed until the next statutory event.

8. Applications for a reduced membership fee

Applications for a reduced membership fee: Finnish Center Youth. 

Representative explains situation. Questions are asked with regards to the financial capacity of FCY and the allocation of international resources. The bureau gives a positive recommendation on the basis of the facts that: 1. FCY pays highest membership fee of all Member Organizations, 2. The actual dispensable national budget of FCY is much lower due to decentralization, 3. FCY has always shown strong commitment to the international work.
Vote: 7 in favor, 16 against and 4 abstentions. The application was not passed.

9. Urgency resolutions

Two urgency resolutions were submitted:

1) ‘UN Human Rights Council’ by IFLRY Bureau. 
2) ‘Convention on the rights for persons with disabilities’ by Prego (Belgium). 

The sense of urgency of both resolutions was shared by the Executive Committee so that they’ll be forwarded to the General Assembly.

10. Any other business

JR - There is a vacancy for vice president. The voting will take place Saturday at 3 pm. Three nominations have been handed in. 
Questions/remarks by Member Organizations:

JFS (Switzerland): asked for an uploaded participant list for future events. 
JD (Netherlands): asked why IFLRY Vice-President Tafsir Thioye was not present, and whether a the bureau report by resigned IFLRY Vice-President Frosina Kostovska will be distributed. 

JR: Tafsir has problems with his flight, so quite unsure about his arrival. Frosina has not submitted a bureau report nor does the bureau know what she has been doing.

JR asked for a mandate for the bureau to decide on organisation and date for the next Executive Commitee.
