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Urgent Motion on the IFLRY Manifesto
The International Federation of Liberal Youth,

Convening at its 31st Extraordinary General Assembly in Kyiv, Ukraine, in December 2008

Considering that the current IFLRY manifesto is severely outdated,

Observing that the pivotal role of the IFLRY manifesto in the Federation's work seems to be eroding, for example by the scarcity of references to the manifesto throughout its statutory events over the years,

Noting that the IFLRY manifesto hasn't been thoroughly reviewed for many years,

Concludes that the current IFLRY manifesto needs to be revised and that a proposal for a new manifesto should be presented at the IFLRY General Assembly in 2009;

Sets out, for this purpose, that:

- the writing process shall be coordinated by a Core Committee that should not include more than 10 representatives of member organizations, appointed by the Bureau, which shall also be represented in the committee;

- this Core Committee shall facilitate the process through providing a digital environment for discussion, the proposing of draft texts, overall inclusion of member organizations throughout the process, as well as spurring the member organizations to actively participate in the rewriting process;

- the Core Committee and the IFLRY bureau shall ensure transparency and multilingual access throughout the writing process.
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
