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1. Resolution on Human Rights of North Korean refugees in China
Submitted by: Norges Unge Venstre (NUV) and Liberala Ungdomsférbundet (LUF)

Whereas:

Noting that hundreds of thousands North Koreans have fled the country since the end of the
Korean War (1950-1953), but that a great majority of them are sent back or living under
extremely hard conditions, mostly in China;

Observing that North Korean refugees residing in China lack the possibility for gaining any
legal status and live under the continuous fear of being sent back to long times of
imprisonment, torture or even execution;

Considering that this is the result of the North Korean refugees being considered “illegal
economic migrants” in China;

Concerned that China, in conflict to the 1951 Convention Related to the Status of Refugees
that they have signed, is repatriating North Korean refugees into the care of North Korea;

Further concerned that many of the female North Korean refugees, which make up about
75% of the total, most commonly end up being trafficked either as prostitutes or as
“bought” wives for mainly Chinese citizens with Korean heritage and become abused by
their husbands as house- and sex slaves;

Sympathize with China’s complicated position in this matter and believing in the need for
an international approach to support China’s efforts.

IFLRY hereby:

Recommends China to revise its definition of North Korean refugees in China, since there
are compelling witness-statements saying that North Koreans, in their country are starved
and persecuted for political reasons;

Encourages China to consent for the Office of the United Nations High Commissioner for
Refugees to get access to North Korean refugees in China;

Emphasizes the need for South Korean and Chinese cooperation on this topic, as they share
an interest in regional stability;

Expresses its hope for a quick end to the isolationist, totalitarian regime ruling North Korea.

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2. Resolution on a Convention on the Rights of Young People
Submitted by: Finnish Center Youth

Background

Last spring in the Council of Europe Parliamentary Assembly (PACE) the motions about the
process towards the drafting of a Convention on the Rights of Young People was made and
pushed forward by ALDE parliamentarian Antti Kaikkonen. This autumn the motion on a
Convention on the Rights of Young People in Europe was discussed by the Bureau of PACE
in the PACE sitting 28th September-2nd October 2009. The motion has been remitted to the
Sub-Committee on Youth of the PACE, who will appoint a rapporteur and compile a report
within the coming two years.

In Europe and the world today, there is a need to recognize young people as a demographic
group, between childhood and adulthood, with specific needs. Right-based youth policies
should strive to actively promote the autonomy of young people as well as their full
participation in society. Thirdly, protection against discrimination should be strengthened
and specific measures to include young people with fewer opportunities in society need to
be putin place.

It is also important to remember that regional conventions already exist: The Iberoamerican
Convention on Youth Rights, entered into force on 1 March 2008, introduces for example
the obligation for State-Parties to implement its principles at the national level. This
Convention was ratified by Spain and is being ratified by Portugal, which are also
signatories of both European and regional instruments relevant for the protection of youth
rights. Yet, the involvement of these countries in the process leading to adoption of the
Convention draws upon the acknowledgement that an additional legal instrument was
needed. The integration of Spain and Portugal in the regional cooperation process leading
to the establishment of the Ibero-American Youth Organisation has also provided incentives
to them for being parties in the Convention.

The African Charter on Youth Rights, signed on July 2, 2006 and not yet entered into force,
provides another example of a binding instrument enshrining youth rights and stemming
out from a regional institutional stakeholder.

Therefore IFLRY;

- Should support this motion and make it even stronger
Liberal movements across the globe have traditionally been in favour of the concept
that individuals should be given the opportunities to have the same chances,
independent of age, gender, social class etc. Rights based policy creates freedoms
and opportunities, which is a fundamentally liberal value. Universal rights should

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not be different in different continents.

Convention on Youth Rights
Motion for a recommendation

presented by Mr Kaikkonen and others

This motion has not been discussed in the Assembly and commits only the members who have
signed it

1. Youth is a period within which one develops her/his sense of identity and adopts a personal
value system. Thus, this process is made up of promises and opportunities, challenges and risks.
Today, the powerful changes that are taking place everyday and everywhere make the transition to
adulthood even more crucial. Because this phase represents such a critical stage of life and social
human development, it is important to address young people, their life situations and their specific
needs with a specific instrument.

2. Young people today face major challenges: globalisation, with its power to reach across
national boundaries carries a transformative power; demographic trends and the ageing of the
European society potentially create a generation conflict; the decrease of linear careers and the
extension of the period of education implies a longer dependence on the parents, the European
Integration demands adaptation into a multicultural society. To meet these challenges young people
need to become full-fledged and active members of the society, and must be able to participate in
societal life without age-based discrimination.

3. Participation is about having the right, the means, the space, the opportunity and, where
necessary, the support, to participate in and influence decisions, to engage in actions and activities
s0 as to contribute to building a better society. To fully participate in society young people must be

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encouraged and given the means to voice their opinions in representative democracy. This can only
be achieved through a full access to exercising the civil and political rights and duties recognised by
democratic society. These measures, opening representative democracy to youth, should be
accompanied with programmes supporting learning on civic participation and citizenship education
involving young people actively. Providing non-formal education increases the ability of young
people to participate as active citizens now and into the future.

4. To a large degree, young people’s future and consequently the nature of our society that is
built up by these individuals, depends on how successfully they get through this critical period. A
society’s vitality depends on the opportunities given to its young generation to grow and develop in a
society with a rights-based approach to participation and autonomy.

5. The right to education, the right to free elections, the freedom of association and assembly,
the freedom of expression and the right to vote are of paramount importance for young people.
Youth being a particularly vulnerable group, there is the need to build upon the commitments
undertaken by the ratification of the European Convention for the Protection of Human Rights and
Fundamental Freedoms, in order to effectively ensure the enjoyment of these rights by youth. The
Convention on the Rights of Young People would tackle the promotion of these rights, which is an
aspect lacking in their implementation.

6. In view of the international commitment to youth rights, including:
- the European Convention for the Protection of Human Rights and Fundamental Freedoms ;
- the Revised European Charter on the Participation of Young People in Local and Regional Life;

- the regional political commitments expressed in the African Youth Charter and the Ibero-
American Convention on Youth Rights;

- the International Convention on the Rights of the Child;

- the aspiration of Council of Europe Youth Ministers to develop youth policies which are likely to
result in the successful integration of all young people into society, with a strict focus on the values
of human rights and democracy, youth co-existence in various societies and young people’s
inclusion, as stated in the Declaration of Youth Policy Development 2020;

- the European Union’s undertaking in the Charter of Fundamental Rights, especially Article 12
(freedom of association and assembly), Article 21 (non-discrimination on the ground of age), Article
32 (prohibition of child labour and protection of young people at work) and Article 39-40 (the right to
vote).;

- the Lisbon Treaty, especially Article 165 (ex Article 149 TEC).

7. The Assembly recommends that the Committee of Ministers of the Council of Europe and the
governments of member states:

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3.b Resolution aiming at the abolition of discriminations against HIV-

positive people to access to the territory of some countries
Submitted by: Fédération des Etudiants Libéraux - FEL

In some countries of the world, restrictions to freedom of travel are imposed to HIV-positive
people. Some of them do not hesitate to simply and purely ban the access to their national
territory to HIV®/AIDS* infected people.

Considering

1. that these restrictions are an attack against the principle of free movment of persons,
defended in Article 13 of the Universal Declaration of human rights” (UDHR) adopted in the
plenary session of the General Assembly of the United Nations, December 10, 1948 ;

2. that demanding information on health state of someone, by a form or a mandatory test,
with the aim to deny him/her the access to the territory, is an arbitrary invasion in his/her
privacy, invasion prohibited in Article 12 of the UDHR® ;

3. the principles of freedom, democracy, respect of Human Rights and fundamental
freedoms and concept of “legally constituted state™”, principles defended by our
Federation;

4. the political declaration on HIV/AIDS adopted by the General Assembly of the United
Nations on June 2, 2006, particularly Paragraph 29 concerning the fight against
discriminitions to people living with HIV;

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1. invites the General Assembly of the United Nations to take immediately any useful
initiative to ban access restrictions to territory based on the serological status for HIV;
